The "Bottom Button" Rule Repeat after

me: Never button the bottom button. If

you are wearing a 2-button jacket, only

button the top one. If it’s a 3-button

jacket, follow the "Sometimes, Always,

Never" rule (from top to bottom).

Buttoning the bottom button ruins the

silhouette of the suit and makes you

look boxy.

The "Sitting Down" Rule When you stand

up, button your jacket. When you sit

down—whether for the tea ceremony or

the banquet—unbutton it immediately. If

you keep it buttoned while sitting, the

fabric will strain, bunch up, and

potentially pop a button!

Show Some Cuff Your jacket sleeve

should not cover your entire hand. A

well-fitted suit should end right at your

wrist bone, exposing about half an inch

(1.5cm) of your shirt cuff. This small

detail is the hallmark of a well-tailored

look.

Suit Etiquette: The 5 Golden Rules

Remove the Label & Stitching! This is a

common mistake I see too often. That

little brand label stitched onto the suit

sleeve? Cut it off. It is not meant to be

worn. Also, remember to cut the "X"

stitching on the back vents of your

jacket so it hangs properly.

Match Your Leathers Keep it cohesive. If

you are wearing brown shoes, wear a

brown belt (or suspenders). If you are

wearing black shoes, stick to a black

belt.

2. The "Hot Date" Warning Popular dates or any weekend in November/December) get snapped

up fast. In Malaysia, top venues and photographers are often booked 12–18 months in advance for

these "Hot Dates." If you see a date below that you love, lock it in now!

3. Watch the Weather! Don't forget our tropical climate! If you are planning an outdoor garden

wedding, try to avoid the monsoon season (usually late October to December on the West Coast).
